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How to be successful in Pre-Calculus in 3 easy steps:

1. Pay attention in class.

2. Do your homework!
3. Ask questions early and often.

Homework/Daily points (20%):  (this policy varies slightly by instructor)
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At the beginning of the chapter you will receive a list of assignments.  Completion of these assignments will help greatly in the preparation for assessments.
· For some chapters, you may be required to video yourself completing & explaining some of the designated problems from the assignment sheet.  These videos will be uploaded to google classroom and will make up a portion of the homework grade.
· Homework quizzes may be given periodically over assignments.  Questions for the quiz will be similar to the homework, but homework/notes may not be used.  Questions from each section will be chosen and possibly 1 or 2 review questions.  
· “T” questions are assigned each chapter to review for the exam.
· Collection of these items will be at the discretion of the instructor.
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Assessments (80%):
· Formative Assessments – Given occasionally, these will NOT affect your grade, but will be used for teachers/students to assess their current level of understanding.
· Quizzes/Tests—Chapter quizzes and tests will be announced.
Grading:
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The quarter grade will be calculated using weighted grading.
· The standard PVHS scale will be used.  (See administration with questions)
· Each quarter will be worth 44% and the final worth 12%. 
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Absences: (Communication is the key here!!!!)
· If you know you will be absent, talk to us to get your work and be responsible to get it done.
· If your absence is not planned, you will have two days for every day you are absent to turn in your work before it is considered late. THIS INCLUDES ALL QUIZZES AND TESTS!  
· If you miss a test/quiz review day, you will still be expected to take the test/quiz the day you return (the test/quiz day).

Materials:  
· Although not required, the TI-83 or TI-84 graphing calculator is highly suggested for this class.  
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Pencil, paper and textbook are required daily.
Teacher Expectations:

· Be in the room heading for your seat when the bell rings.  If you think you’ll be late, make sure to get a pass before coming to class.  
· Cell phones must be put away upon entrance into the classroom.  Students who choose to use their cell phones in class will have an appropriate consequence.
· Cell phones will be collected on days we take or go over assessments.
· Come to class prepared to learn. 
· Listen to directions the first time they are given.
